October Speaker - Catherine Johnson-Roehr of the Kinsey Institute  

PFLAG Modesto is proud to announce our upcoming speaker for October 2007 - 
Catherine Johnson-Roehr. Ms. Roehr has been the Curator of Art, Artifacts, and 
Photographs at the Kinsey Institute for Research in Sex, Gender, and                            
Reproduction since July of 2000. She has a master's degree in art history from the 
University of Oregon and library science from Indiana University. As curator at the 
Kinsey Institute, Catherine maintains and provides access to a unique and                      
valuable collection of artwork, photographs, ephemera, and other visual research 
materials. She organizes public exhibitions from the collection and manages           
requests from researchers and the media. As the Kinsey Institute does not have 
funds to acquire artwork and other materials, Catherine works closely with donors 
to expand the scope of the collection through gifts of artwork and artifacts. She 
has edited several exhibition catalogs, including Sex and Humor: Selections from 
the Kinsey Institute and Feminine Persuasion: Art and Essays on Sexuality, both 
published by Indiana University Press. Her most recent project is an exhibition 
titled Expressive Bodies: Contemporary Art Photography from the Kinsey Institute, 
which will travel to several venues in Indiana in 2007-2008.

Norman Rostad, co-founder of PFLAG Modesto, has         
retired as Executive Director after many years of            
dedicated service to our community. To take his place, 
the Board of Directors has selected Teryson Powers. 
This is her story in her own words: 

�I was born and raised in northern San Diego County. I came 
out in my early 30's, after being married and divorced twice. 
When I came out, I came out in a big way. I displayed my col-
ors freely and told everyone. It felt as though the more people 
I told, the freer I became. I had been so angry for so long, I 
literally felt happy and gay.  

I became very involved with a Lesbian Social Group there and 
met a lot of very nice women. I was also a volunteer at our 
GLBT Community Center in San Diego County. 

You can imagine the cultural shock I got when I moved to the 
Central Valley 7 years ago! I didn't know anyone and immedi-
ately sought out queer or queer-friendly people, open and af-
firming churches, and PFLAG. I had never been to a PFLAG 
meeting. However, since I had gone to a few Pride celebra-
tions, and saw that PFLAG was one of the contingencies that 
received the most applause as they marched proudly by, I 
knew they existed. I found a church and PFLAG Modesto . I 
embraced them wholeheartedly and, being a person who likes 
to give back, started monitoring the PFLAG telephone helpline 
for the end of the month calls about 5 or 6 years ago. I still 
enjoy doing this volunteer work answering inquiries on the 
helpline. 

 I am currently involved with PFLAG, The Stanislaus PRIDE 
Center, PRIDE Day 2008, and the Gay and Lesbian Film Fes-
tival. The people I have met in PFLAG have become my family 
and I love them all for the support they give.�
